Pupils from Beverley and Tollesby schools have given their new school
building a personal touch.

Over 20 students from the new schools visited the construction site to
sign their names on the steel structure.

Ryan Povey aged 11, a Beverley School pupil, described the new school
building as looking "fantastic".

Beverley’s Headteacher Nigel Carden said: “Everyone connected with
the school has been able to have a say in the design of this transforma-
tional building.”

Tollesby’s Head teacher, Kirsten Dinsdale said: “The new building will
afford us a fantastic opportunity to help the young people at Tollesby
School reach their full potential.”

As part of the ‘Vulnerable Road Users Programme’, Middlesbrough Council
Transport and Design Services are supporting the development of an
innovative travel-training environment at Priory Woods School.

There are many vulnerable road users across the Tees Valley who would
benefit from a safe and realistic environment, in which to learn, practice and
develop their road safety and independent travel skills. The creation of a
travel-training environment at Priory Woods will provide them with a fantastic
opportunity to do so.

Working in partnership with Middlesbrough Council officers, site contractors
Shepherd Construction have already begun preparing the way for the
installation of road crossings, traffic lights and road markings in the new
school’s car park.

It is envisaged that the environment will be open to schools and community
groups from across the whole of the Tees Valley – allowing many more
people to access this valuable and unique resource and expand their travel
horizons.

Inspired by the seaside

Priory Woods pupils have taken part in an
exciting project to design tiles to decorate
the hydrotherapy pool in their new school
building.

Working with artists Lee and Jill Brewster
they made their tiles with clay and then
plaster. The final designs will be set in
aluminium.

The pupils took their inspiration from the
seaside and the tiles, feature shells and
pebbles and other beach items which
students found on a visit to the coast ear-
lier in the year.

When the tiles are ready the students will
be invited to the construction site to help lay them on the walls.

New school name revealed

The name for the new school that is to replace King’s Manor and Hall Garth
schools from 1st September 2010 has been announced. The new school
will be called Oakfields Community College with the strap line ‘Learning for
life’.

Students of the two schools and their parents were asked to submit their
ideas and suggestions for the new school and Elaine Janes, the parent of a
Year 9 student, came up with the idea of Oakfields as a derivation of
Acklam.

Michael Hutton, the Principal designate said: “the use of ‘Oakfields’ locates
us geographically whilst at the same time avoiding potential confusion with
other local schools. The Governors have chosen to use ‘college’ rather than
‘school’ to emphasise that this will be a place where not just school children
but the whole community can access learning opportunities and the strap
line also emphasises the fact that we aim to educate our students of
whatever age in a way that equips them for successful and happy lives”.

Work is now underway to design a website for Oakfields and to come up
with a logo and uniform.

Work is now focusing on the
courtyard with its planters,
and walkway canopy. The
area has been drained ready
for surfacing.

The courtyard is a large,
impressive space, sectioned
into 3 smaller courtyards.
In between each blocks
there will be external
classrooms, each aimed at
supporting the curriculum of
the adjacent blocks. In side
the building, decorating is
continuing and furniture is
due to be delivered.

Externally the steel is currently being fixed for the covered walkway, which
will join the two Ormesby School blocks to the central shared building.
Paving works have also begun to accessible areas around the whole
building.

Inside, decorating is underway as the buildings move closer to completion
in July.

The foundations and substructure work are now complete and the Metsec
frame is currently being erected. Metsec is an innovative method of con-
struction which minimises waste and construction time. The brickwork will
commence in the near future and very quickly the work will move into
internal fit-out.

Construction began earlier this month
and site set up is well underway. The
temporary access road has been
constructed to gain access to the site
where new school is to be built. Willmott
Dixon have set up office accommodation
units and are currently setting up the
services to them.

Temporary heras fencing has been
erected around the site which will be
replaced by timber hoarding in April.

Beverley and Tollesby schools progress

This month has seen great progress in the erection of the steel structure,
providing a great view for the students from their classrooms. The steel to
the central area is now complete.

Drainage works are ongoing and
the lift shafts have been installed.

The Willmott Dixon site manager
has visited the schools to give
health and safety advice in
assemblies and the site manager
has been interviewed for Beverley
School newspaper. These are good
examples of the students making
the most of the building phase.

Throughout the rest of this year we will be engaging with the schools in
greater detail, to agree what ICT each school requires, and agree imple-
mentation plans for next year.
